Union membership returnreport 2014

Section 16 of the Employment Relations Act 2000 requires every registered union in New Zealand to file with the Registrar of Unions, by 1 June each year,an
annual return of its membership numbers as at 1 March.

Summary

As at 1 March 2014, there were 144 registered unions in New Zealand, with a total membership of 364,846. This represented 15.7% of the employed labour force at
that date (Household Labour Force Survey for the March 2014 quarter).

Total union membership declined by 1.8% compared with the previous year; the employed labour force increased by 1.4% (to 2,318,000) over the same period.

Analysis
125 unions have so far provided their membership returns. Of those:
e The average number of members is 1,398 but the median number is 100 members
o The ten largest unions have 287,839 members: accounting for 78.9% of total union membership

More women than men are union members (58.1%/41.9%)
30.5% of unions have fewer than 100 members.

Follow-up action is being taken in respect of the unions that have not yet filed their 2014 returns: one of them is a newly-incorporated union; one has indicated
an intention to merge with another union,and one has filed an application for dissolution.
